Installation

Specific Conditions of Use

The following conditions relate to safe installation and/or use of
the equipment.

— The modules that complies with IEC 60079-7, shall be
installed in an enclosure which meets the requirements
of a recognised type of protection as specified in Section
1 of IEC 60079-0. When the modules are installed in an
increased safety enclosure that complies with IEC 60079-7,
the creepage and clearance distances shall comply with the
standard requirements. The actual maximum rated current
resp. power dissipation of the modules shall be determined in
the type test of the electrical equipment concerned. When the
module is used in a mine susceptible to firedamp (Group 1),
the maximum rated current shall not exceed 16 A.

The modules that complies with IEC 60079-11, shall be
installed in such a way that it is protected by an enclosure
that complies at least with the requirements of IEC 60079-0
clause 26.4.2 and excludes the risk of mechanical damage.
The separation distances to the module terminals shall be
comply with the standard requirements.

Release terminals.
Mount the conductor in the clamp.

Tighten the terminals with a torque of 0.4-0.7 Nm
(0.3-0.5 lb.ft).
